
Jubilee Purbeck Road Race

race. The race is run over 111km on a circuit based 
around Wool and Lulworth making it a testing 
course with seven 2-mile climbs. 
The race got off to a flying start with Jason 
Streather (Angliasport) attacking as soon as the race 
was de-neutralised. He was quickly pulled back but 
continued attacking in an attempt to get away. 
Horner made a slower start than usual as his team-
mate and tandem partner, Chris Birch, made the 
running in the initial break. “I thought, what am I 
doing here? Rowan is supposed to win,” said Birch.  
With the wind behind him on the third time up the 
climb, Horner gave it everything to break clear and 
go it alone. 
The bunch seemed unwilling to chase and needed 
severe words from our Eamonn to spur them on. 
The gap wasn’t closing so Eamonn, amongst others, 
tried to bridge across but without success. 
 

 
On the fifth lap, a small group eventually caught 
Horner. He sat in the wheels and took on food and 
drink before making the decisive move the next 
time up the climb. He powered on to make the race 
his own despite some valiant attempts from behind. 
“My sponsor has been on the phone all week, telling 
me I had to win,” explained Horner after crossing 
the line 46 seconds clear of Peter Kench (Liphook 
Cycles RT).
