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100km Reliability Trial 
Thirty-five riders braved the conditions on a dark, damp 
and cold Sunday morning for the second of the Jubilee 
winter reliability trials. This winter the route was 
followed in an anticlockwise direction, initially heading 
through Cowgrove towards Blandford. The first group 
was the biggest, about 20 riders, and stayed mostly 
together until the long climb past Bryanston. The rain 
stopped though the roads were pretty wet and muddy 
and there were inevitably a good few puncture victims. 
After climbing out of Winterborne Stickland, going was 
fairly steady, dropping down through Milton Abbas, 
Milborne St Andrew and Bovington to Wool. After 
another lumpy section around Coombe Keynes and East 
Creech to Corfe Castle, the final section was into a rising 
headwind, with the rain now falling again, across 
Middlebere Heath, through Wareham, Sandford and East 
Morden. After the last couple of climbs for tired legs up 
Lytchett and Pardy's Hills, clubroom was a welcome sight 
with hot drinks and bacon butties to revive everyone. 
Around 30 finished the course, including a couple of 
riders who took an unplanned detour into a ditch when a 
horse took fight. The next event is the 75-mile on 19th 
January, anticlockwise again so get your granny gears 
fitted for the climb of Okeford Hill at around 60 miles.
